Junior School Christmas Nativity 
Production : Mary’s Boy Child

 Our Annual Junior 
C h r i s t m a s  N a t i v i t y 
Production which will 
involve all pupils from 
Nursery, Year 1 , Year 2 and 
Year 3 will take place in St.

11th and Wednesday 12th 
December at 7pm. The 
Nativity Production this year 
is called “Mary’s Boy Child.” 
This is always a very special 
event and really puts us all 
in the mood for Christmas.

Each child from Nursery – Year 3 will have THREE  tickets reserved for them. 
St. Patrick’s Hall has enough seats to allow for each child from Nursery, Year 1 , Year 2 

and Year 3 pupils to have THREE  tickets each. Tickets will cost £5 each.
This year to avoid stress (of queueing to seek tickets) for our parents, we are sending 

home a reply slip to enable each child to have their family purchase their THREE tickets 
in advance in school. When the reply slip is returned with the amount of tickets indicated 
and money sent, we will send the tickets home. 

The THREE tickets can be purchased all for the same night or the THREE tickets can be 
split between the two nights for example TWO for one night and ONE for another night 
etc. It must be noted however that due to the seat allocation in St. Patrick’s Hall, each 
child (Nursery – Year 3 )can only have THREE tickets purchased at this point. All tickets 
should be paid for when the reply slip is returned. The reply slip should be returned 
NO LATER THAN TUESDAY 4TH DECEMBER.

If all reply slips are not returned / purchased by WEDNESDAY 5TH  DECEMBER, any 
tickets not claimed will be released for sale on a first come first served basis from the 
offices on each site.
