4. The fourth finger is the ring finger. 
Even that it may surprise you, it is our 
weakest finger. It should remind us to 
pray for the weakest, the sick or those 
plagued by problems. They need your 
prayers.

5. And finally we have our smallest 
finger, the smallest of all. Your pinkie 
should remind you to pray for yourself. 
When you are done praying for the 
other four groups, you will be able to 
see your own needs but in the proper 
perspective, and also you will be able 
to pray for your own needs in a better 
way.
